On the 6th December 2011 the soft start in the bore control was burnt out by 

lightning strike and the replacement part was not available and fitte4d until the 15th December.  
That was 9 days that we could not pump from the bore and refill the dam on the 10th fairway.

Before the dam was lined we were making approximately 650 kl per day from 
the spring and water table which would have been enough to keep the greens adequately 
watered over that period.   The lining of the dam deprived us of that water supply and all that 
was available was what was in the dam which was enough for maybe 3 nights watering.

We were very lucky that we had quite a large amount of rain in the early part of those 9 days but even so a great 
amount of damage was done to a number of greens which were still weak and had not fully recovered from 
problems we have had in the past.    If we had not had the rain that we did have and the temperatures had been hot 
during that period we would not have any bent grass greens at all now.    We have been very lucky.

As most of the dead patches on the greens will not come back until winter and then only with winter 
grass we are going to over seed all the greens with saltene as soon as possible so that it will have the best 
opportunity to germinate and spread during the warm summer months.   This will not interfere with the playability of 
the greens as it will only leave small indentations in the surface for a few days.
